In lieu of annotation checks we will return to the dialectical journal format, as that will be easier to submit during this quarantine time. Dialectical Journals will be due via email by midnight on the assigned due date (although you’re welcome to submit them earlier!) Remember, your analysis response should be detailed and insightful (roughly the length of a paragraph). You cannot effectively analyze a quote in only a few sentences.

For each chapter you should identify and analyze 3 quotes. Two of these quotes are your choice and one will be selected by me for you to analyze. These pre-selected quotes are listed below:

Chapter 4
"[Gatsby] looked at me sideways—and I knew why Jordan Baker had believed he was lying.  He hurried the phrase 'educated at Oxford,' or swallowed it, or choked on it, as though it had bothered him before.  And with this doubt, his whole statement fell to pieces, and I wondered if there wasn't something a little sinister about him after all" (65).  [You would do well to look up what "Oxford" is and find out why Gatsby would lie about going there.]
Chapter 5
"Daisy put her arm through his abruptly, but he seemed absorbed in what he had just aid.  Possibly it had occurred to him that the colossal significance of that light had now vanished forever.  Compared to the great distance that had separated him from daisy it had seemed very near to her, almost touching her.  It had seemed as close as a star to the moon.  Now it was again a green light on a dock.  His count of enchanted objects had diminished by one" (93).  [Most important quote thus far.]
Chapter 6
"But the rest offended her—and inarguably, because it wasn't a gesture but an emotion.  She was appalled by West Egg, this unprecedented 'place' that Broadway had begotten upon a Long Island fishing village" (107).

Chapter 7
“’She’s got an indiscreet voice,’ I remarked. ‘It’s full of—‘ I hesitated.

‘Her voice is full of money,’ he said suddenly.” (120)

Chapter 8
“It was after we started with Gatsby toward the house that the gardener saw Wilson’s body a little way off in the grass, and the holocaust was complete.” (162)

Chapter 9
“Gatsby believed in the green light, the orgastic future that year by year recedes before us. It eluded us then, but that’s no matter- tomorrow we will run faster, stretch out our arms farther... And one fine morning—So we beat on, boats against the current, borne back ceaselessly into the past.” (180).

Dialectical Journal Instructions (a reminder)

The term “Dialectic” means “using the process of question and answer to investigate the truth of a theory or opinion.” The “dialectic” was the method Socrates used to teach his students how to be actively engaged in the struggle to obtain meaning from an unfamiliar and challenging work. A dialectical journal is a written conversation with yourself about a piece of literature that encourages the habit of reflective questioning. You will use a double-entry format to examine details of a passage and synthesize your understanding of the text. 
Instructions:

1. Draw a vertical line down the middle of a word document.
2. Label the left column TEXT and the right column RESPONSE. 

3. In the TEXT column, copy passages word for word from the novel, including quotations marks and page numbers

4. Choose 2 passages/ exchanges from each chapter of the assigned reading plus the quote that I have assigned for each chapter.
How do you choose what passages to write down? Passages become important if: 

· You learn something significant about a character. 
· You recognize a pattern (recurring images, ideas, colors, symbols, descriptions, details, etc.). 
· You find an interesting or potentially significant quotation. 
· You notice something important or relevant about the author’s writing style. 
· You notice effective use of literary devices. 
· You think that the passage contributes to or reveals a theme in the novel. 
In the RESPONSE column, reflect upon the passages: 

· Raise questions about the beliefs and values implied in the text. 
· Discuss the words, ideas, or actions of the author or character. 

· Make connections to any themes that are revealed to you or among different passages. 

· Make prediction about the characters’ futures. 

· DO NOT MERELY SUMMARIZE THE PLOT OR RESTATE THE PASSAGE IN YOUR OWN WORDS.
